A Cardiff Central to Bridgend  
Sundays 4th and 11th July 
Trains between Cardiff Central and West Wales will be diverted via the Vale of Glamorgan line. 
Trains will therefore be unable to serve Pontyclun, Llanharan, and Pencoed so will be replaced 
by road transport in both directions. 
 

B Newport to Hereford  

Saturdays 3rd, 17th, 24th and 31st July from 2000  
Sunday 4th July until 1600 and Sunday 11th July until 2000  
Trains between West Wales / Cardiff Central and Crewe / Manchester Piccadilly / Holyhead will 
be replaced with road transport between Newport and Hereford serving all stations via 
Abergavenny and in both directions. 
 

C Newtown (Powys) to Machynlleth   

Sundays 4th, 11th, and 18th July 
Trains between Birmingham International and Aberystwyth / Pwllheli will be diverted to/from 
Crewe upon departure from Shrewsbury. Replacement road transport will operate between 
Shrewsbury and Wolverhampton serving all stations via Telford Central in both directions. 
Customers travelling to/from Birmingham are advised to travel via Crewe and use alternative 
train services to travel to/from Birmingham. 
 

D Pontypridd to Aberdare, Merthyr Tydfil, & Treherbert 

Sundays 11th July and 25th July until 1615 
Trains will be replaced with road transport between Pontypridd and Aberdare / Merthyr Tydfil 
serving all stations via Abercynon and in both directions all day. On Sunday 11th July and until 
16:30 only, trains will also be replaced with road transport between Pontypridd and Treherbert 
serving all stations via Porth and in both directions. 
 

  
 
 

E Newport to Gloucester 

Sundays 18th & 25th July and 1st August until 1430 
Trains between Cardiff Central and Gloucester / Cheltenham Spa will be replaced with road 
transport between Newport and Gloucester serving all stations via Chepstow and in both 
directions. 
 

F Cardiff Central to Grangetown / Penarth 

Sunday 25th July until 1315 
Certain train services between Aberdare / Merthyr Tydfil / Treherbert to/from Barry Island / 
Bridgend via the Vale of Glamorgan will be diverted via the City Line and will not serve Cardiff 
Central. Train services between the Rhymney Valley and Penarth will all terminate at / start 
from Cardiff Central. Replacement road transport will be in operation between Cardiff Central 
and Grangetown / Penarth in both directions.  
 

G Llandrindod Wells to Llandovery   

Sunday 1st August 
Trains between Swansea and Shrewsbury via the Heart of Wales Line will be replaced with 
road transport between Llandrindod Wells and Llandovery serving all stations via Llanwrtyd 
Wells and in both directions. 
 

H Cardiff Central to Rhymney  

Sunday 1st August until 1615 
Trains will be replaced with road transport between Cardiff Central and Rhymney serving all 
stations via Caerphilly, Ystrad Mynach, and Bargoed and in both directions.
